ii. Technical Construction & Network Overview

Construction Capabilities 
Wyyerd Fiber has a proven track record across multiple construction methods, including:

● Aerial Deployments
● Underground Boring
● Microtrenching 

Infrastructure Approach 
Micro Conduit Deployment Strategy 

● Occupy the least amount of space in the ROW 
● Minimal surface and residential impact during the construction process 
● Use dense micro fiber technology to enable future-proof scalability and maximize capacity with minimal conduit 

space 

Network Architecture

● XGS-PON Fiber Internet services enables symmetrical speeds up to 10 GIG for residents and small businesses
● Fully redundant network and diverse path architecture ensures high availability and reliability
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iii. Microtrench: City of Peoria Build

● Model follows City of Peoria 
microtrenching standards

● Low risk of striking existing utilities

● Minimally intrusive to roadway asphalt

● Placement along edge of lip and gutter, 
unless otherwise approved by HOA or 
City of Peoria

● Saw cut depth: 12–18 inches

● Saw cut width: 2.5 inches

● Backfill material: Controlled Low 
Strength Material (CLSM)

● Surface finish: Mastic (asphaltic 
sealer/overband)
